‘THE UNTOUCHABLES’ Week #5- Human Trafficking (02.15.12)
 “Human trafficking is a form of modern-day slavery where people profit from the control and exploitation of others. As defined under U.S. federal law, victims of human trafficking include children involved in the sex trade, adults age 18 or over who are coerced or deceived into commercial sex acts, and anyone forced into different forms of "labor or services," such as domestic workers held in a home, or farm-workers forced to labor against their will.” US Federal Law Description
The sad part is that most of the victims of this crime are not that willing.  Even women that are prostitutes usually have a sadistic and money hungry pimp forcing them to work- they have no option in many cases for fear of retaliation or death on either their own lives or their families... for the most part though we treat prostitutes like girls who dreamed of being that like say someone would dream of being an astronaut, a model or a doctor.  No little or even teenage girl hopes this is their means of making a living or means of staying alive!
In fact, most trafficked women in America were runaways or homeless who turned to a life of sex for hire to make ends meet.  They are lied to and lured by things like elaborate vacations, great job in a new place, fine clothing, etc.  Many are forced to do drugs, sell drugs, have abortion and even perform on camera for porn videos. Also did you know that most, “Johns,” or buyers of these women’s and children’s services are not gritty, dirty old men, but men that are married, with solid careers and no criminal background- in other words the crime.  The clientele is such that it goes under the radar- police are not suspecting Joe CEO to have a 12 year-old Asian girl fetish.  The average prostitute is worth on the market to rings/pimps about $75,000-150,000. Pimps have a strong emotional hold over young women they sexually exploit, which makes it difficult to build a legal case against them. A typical pimp has six girls and refers to them as "family." The girls are instructed to call the pimp "Daddy." Each girl earns approximately $500 per night for the pimp. Although selling a child for sex is a felony that carries a maximum jail term of 15 years, that sentence is never imposed. Dignity House Imagine if they have a harem they are trafficking???
KC is a main hub for this sickness.  Based upon our centrality in the nation and spread-out design, it makes our town a key hub for this insidious stuff.

· There are approximately 1 million prostituted women in North America, or 1% of women in North America are involved in prostitution.1
· An estimated 600,000 children under 18 are involved in prostitution or pornography.2
· 12 is the average age of entry into pornography and prostitution.3
· As many as 2.8 million children live on the streets. 1 out of every three will be lured into prostitution within 48 hours of leaving home.4
· A national study shows that 75% of all women used in prostitution were victims of incest and/or physical abuse as children.5
· Up to 90% of prostitutes are under the control of a pimp.
· The average age now where a woman enters into prostitution is 12 years old! 
· A high percentage of prostituted women have considered suicide.
· Every year a prostituted woman is raped 19 times, kidnapped 10 times, and beaten repeatedly. And we still consider her the criminal?11
· Females in prostitution have a mortality rate 40 times higher than the national average.
· Almost all of 30 prostitutes (interviewed for a story) said that she has been physically and verbally abused by her pimp. More than half the women said that their pimps got them hooked on drugs. And all of them said that their pimps order them to commit other crimes.
