Our purpose today is to look at God's operation of our rescue, our resurrection and the 
destruction of the enemy and to answer three important questions hased on the 
scriptures. 

• Our Rescue: 
o Grace and spiritual blessing be to you and [soul] peace from God the Father and 

our Lord Jesus Christ (the Messiah), Who gave (yielded) Himself up [Ito atone] for 
our sins [and to save and sanctify us], in order to rescue and deliver us from this 
present wicked age and world order, in accordance with the 
will and purpose and plan of our God and Father- Galatians 1:3-4 AMPC. 

• Our Resurrection: 
o For if we have become united with Him in the likeness of His death, 

certainly we shall also be in the likeness of His .resurrection, 6 knowing this, 
that our old self was crucified with Him, in order that our body of sin 
might be done away with, so that we would no longer be slaves to 
sin; 7 for the one who has died is freed from sin. 8 Now if we have died with 
Christ, we believe that we shall also live with Him, 9 knowing that Christ, 
having been raised from the dead, is never to die again; death no longer is 
master over Him. 1° For the death that He died, He died to sin once for 
all time; but the life that He lives, He lives to God. 11 So you too, consider 
yourselves to be dead to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus. Romans 6:5-
11 NASB 

o And you were dead in your offenses and sins, 2 in which you previously walked 
according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the 
air, of the spirit that is now working in the sons of disobedience. 3 Among 
them we too all previously lived in the lusts of our flesh, indulging the desires of 
the flesh and of the mind, and were by nature children of wrath, just as the rest. 
Ephesians 2:1-3 NASB 

o Dave Ortlund commenting on Ephesians 2:1-3 ... "Christ was not sent to 
mend wounded people or wake up sleepy people or advise confused 
people, or inspire bored people, or spur lazy people, or educate ig11orant 
people, but to raise the dead people." 

• The enemy's Destruction: 
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o 8 [But] he who commits sin [who practices evildoing] is of the devil [takes his 
character from the evil one], for the devil has sinned (violated the divine law) 
from the beginning. The reason the Son of God was made manifest (visible) was 
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to undo (destroy, loosen, and dissolve) the works the devil [has done].1 John 3:8

o "The son of God appeared for the purpose of undoing the work of the

o "The son of God appeared for this- That HE might destroy the works of the

He was a murderer from the beginning and does not 
stand in the truth because there is no truth in him. Whenever he tells a lie, 
he speaks from his own nature, because he is a liar and the father of lies. John

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o According to John 8:42-44, the works of the devil are:

Confusion 
Murder 
Lies 

8 All those who came before Me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep 
did not listen to them. 9 1 am the door; if anyone enters through Me, he 
will be saved, and will go in and out and find pasture. 10 The thief comes 
only to steal and kill and destroy; I came so that they would have life, 
and whave it abundantly. 11 "I am the good shepherd; the good 
shepherd lays down His life for the sheep." John 10:8-11 NASB 

o According to John 10:8-11 the devil works to:

• The enemy loves to steal from and to steal our accessibility to the 
door! He works to deceive and rob us with an aim on 'killing' our 
connectivity to Jesus. 
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• 13 Who among you Is wise and understanding7 Let him show by his good 
behavior his deeds in the gentleness of wisdom. 14 But 1f you have 
bi tter j ealousy and sel fi sh ambition in your heart, do not be arrogant 
and so lie against the t ruth 15 This wisdom is not that which comes 
down from above, but Is earth ly, natural, demonic. 16 For where j ea lousy 
and selfish amb1 t1on exist, there is disorder and every evil thing. 17 But the 
wisdom from above Is first pure, then peace-
lovmg, gentle, reasonable, ful l of mercy and good fruits, impartial, free 
of hypocrisy. 18 And the fruit of ri ghteousness is sown in peace by those 
who make peace. James3:13-18 NASB

• Earthly =Earthbound 
Natural= Unspiritual (See 1Corinthians 2:14) 
Demonic= Evil 

o By impl ication from James 3:17-18 the works of the devil are: 
Impurity 
Conflict 
Harshness 
Unreasonableness 
Judgmental Attitude 
Hypocritical Behavior 
The Antithesis to verses 17-18 

• How does Jesus destroy the works of the devil? 
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o 27 "Now My soul has become troubled; and what am I to say? 'Father, save Me 
from this hour'? But for this purpose, I came to this hour. 28 Father, glorify Your 
name." Then a voice came out of heaven: "I have both glorified it and will 
glorify it again." 29 So the crowd who stood by and heard it were saying that it 
had thundered; others were saying, "An angel has spoken to Him!" 30 Jesus 
responded and sa id, "Th is voice has not come for My sake, but for yours. 31 Now 
judgment is upon th is world; now the ruler of this world wil l be cast ou t. 32 And I, 
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1f I am li fted up from the earth, wtll draw all people to Myself " John 12: 27-32

o Recognize the sequence found 1n James 4·7-8 ... Submit to God first, then 
resist the devil. .. draw near to God and he will draw near to you. 

o Ask God to fill you with the Holy Spirit and touch you with His power 
(1 Corinthians 2:4-5) 

o Bel ieve the truth of 1 John 4:4, greater is He than you, than he 1s in the 
world 

o We overcome the evil one by the Authority and Power of Jesus in us. We 
overcome evil with good ... love 1s a mighty force ! 
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
