e Four more things the enemy uses:

o Delay-This is to push you to quit before your breakthrough comes.

o Deceit-This is to get you confused so you will ‘buy into’ something less
than God'’s highest and best.

o Distraction-The enemy loves to get to fight on too many fronts so you
cannot maintain focus...intimacy with God is a safeguard and will protect
you when distractions are ‘pulling’ at you.

o Disappointment-disappointment makes the heart sick, and the tree of life
won't grow in heart sick soil. See Proverbs 13:12

e How does Jesus destroy the works of the devil?

o % "Now My soul has become troubled; and what am | to say? ‘Father, save
Me from this hour'? But for this purpose, | came to this hour. 28 Father,
glorify Your name.” Then a voice came out of heaven: “| have both
glorified it and will glorify it again.” ?° So the crowd who stood by and
heard it were saying that it had thundered; others were saying, “An angel
has spoken to Him!” 3 Jesus responded and said, “This voice has not come
for My sake, but for yours. 3! Now judgment is upon this world; now the
ruler of this world will be cast out. 3 And |, if | am lifted up from the earth,
will draw all people to Myself.”

e Cooperate with God's transformation process. (Romans 12:1-2, John 5:19 &

be transformed by the renewing of your mind, so that you may prove what the
will of God is, that which is good and acceptable and perfect.
